Lab journal:
Students are required to keep a lab journal. You are expected to update your journal during all labs, activities, discussions etc. Your lab journal should be used to document the process of  you doing science. When I view it, I should see a representation of your thought processes throughout the activity. It will, in many cases, be a raw document. 

Your lab journal should be used to record :
· problems, 

· hypothesis, 

· research, 

· claims, 

· data and analysis

· graphs, 

· conclusions. 

· Sketches and illustrations.
Your lab journal should NOT:

· Be immaculate Be typed.

· Be completed the night before it is collected.

· A clone of your lab partners.

· Contain loose, disorganized pages

.

It will also be used for note taking during lectures. Despite being a “raw document” it should be relatively neat, concise and well organized by topics and activities. (see rubric). Your journal should be free of graffiti and senseless doodles.

Your lab journal will be graded several times each quarter. You will be given 1day notice of collection dates.
Homework:

i. Homework is designed to reinforce the topics being covered in class at the time and assist you in 

your learning. There is an expectation that students are ‘studying’ as needed to master the material being covered in class. Students will be penalized for submitting work late. If you are absent from school, the assignment is due the day you return.
ii. Assignments, projects or lab reports are due at the beginning of class - not at the end of the period or the end of the day. Work submitted in these situations, after it has been called for, will be marked late. Late assignments will be awarded a grade of no more than a 60% If you are absent from school, the assignment is due the day you return.

 All submitted work:
-  needs to be correctly labeled and stapled.





- needs to have the due date clearly  visible next to your name
- should represent the best you are capable of. You are graded on the quality of work you submit. Make it reflect your knowledge and abilities.
